1. RULES  

This race series shall be governed by the current Racing Rules of USSA. Sailing Instructions shall be available in the Bay 
View Boat Club during normal Club hours. 

2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY  
Any sailing vessel may enter. All entrants must fill out and return an APPLICATION FOR RACE ENTRY to the Chairman of 
the Race Committee with the proper fee prior to the warning signal. Applications for race entry and Sailing Instructions shall 
be available at the Bay View Boat Club.  

2.1 CLASSES TO RACE  
All sailing vessels which have a PHRF rating and others at the discretion of the Race Committee. There will be two classes, 
Division A & Division D. The Race Committee Chairman or the BVBC Handicap Sub-committee will assign handicaps to 
yachts without a published handicap. 

Rule 64.3(b) shall be modified: In the event of a Request For Redress or a related request for redress under rule 69, the owner 
of the protested boat must obtain a valid SF Bay PHRF Certificate from the YRA, If  the SF YRA is unable to rate said boat; 
the rating from the BVBC Handicap Subcommittee shall prevail. 

2.2 TIME ALLOWANCES 
There will be an 8 Sec. per NM Time Allowance for Non Spinnaker and a 10 Sec. per NM allowance for Single Handing (no 
crew). Any yachts wishing a time allowance must state so on their Application for Race Entry. This time allowance shall be 
for the Spring Series, Fall Series, or both, not per race. 

3.  NOTICES TO COMPETITORS - Notices to the competitors will be posted on the official notice board located in the Bay  
View Boat Club clubhouse. 

 
4.  CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS - Any change in the sailing instructions will be posted at least one hour before      

the race on the day it will take effect. 
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5.  SIGNALS MADE ASHORE 
  Signals made ashore will be displayed from the Bay View Boat Club flagstaff or from the Clubhouse upper deck. 
 
6.  PERSONAL BUOYANCY - All competitors are urged to wear life jackets or adequate personal buoyancy while racing

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13.1 The time limit for all evening races shall be 25 minutes after sunset. The time for sunset shall be as published in the local 

2008 Tide Table books. The time shall be corrected for Pacific Daylight Savings Time. The time selected will be that of 
the closest day in the table to the day of the race.  A boat that fails to finish within the time limit will be scored DNF 
without a hearing, this changes RRS 35, 63.1, A4 and A5.  

 
13.2 The time limit for all daytime races shall be 17:30.  A boat that fails to finish within the time limit will be scored DNF 

without a hearing, this changes RRS 35, 63.1, A4 and A5.  
 
14.  PROTESTS 
 

14.1 Protests shall be filed with the Race Committee within 45 minutes after the time of the last yachtÕs finish, or, the time 
limitÕs expiration, whichever comes first 

 
14.2 Protest notices will be posted 5 minutes after the protest deadline to inform competitors that there is a hearing in which 

they are parties to a protest or named as witnesses.  If one of the boats involved does not return to the club, the notice 
will remain up and the protest will be held after the next scheduled race.  

 
14.3 The Protest Committee will hear protests in the order of receipt beginning after posting that Monday night. 

 
15.  SCORING

16.  PRIZES 
 

Awards for First, Second, and Third will be given for each Division for: the Spring Series, the Fall Series, and for the 
Champion of ChampionÕs race.

There will also be awards for the First,  Second and Third for each Division every Monday Night race. 

The First, Second, and Third boats for each Divion of each Series (Spring and Fall) shall race one another using their 
handicaps in a one race, combined division  format. This Champion of Champions Race shall be held on Saturday, October 4,
